Sara Carr shot extremely well in the 50m time limit shoot, scoring a maximum 300 and finishing in silver medal position overall (ex 138 competitors). Theo Dodds went one better in the field target shooting competition, a particularly challenging event that was shot over a wide range of different distances and in very blustery conditions: Theo finished with the remarkable score of 78 (ex 80), winning the individual gold medal in the process.
