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We were delighted, once again, to be able to take a British Schools team to compete at ISAS 2011 in Dortmund. The ISAS meeting is arguably the best meeting of its type- the 50m indoor range is of the very highest standard and is equipped with the latest electronic targets. The competition also attracts some of the best shooters from around the world, especially Eastern Europe. 

The British Schools team consisted of five shooters who were selected from the top scorers in the BSSRA vs. New Zealand postal match that had taken place earlier in the year:

All members of the team competed in the 60-shot prone English Match. The standard, as usual, was very high indeed, and the team members gained invaluable experience from competing at such a high level against Juniors from around the world. It should be pointed out that ours was a young team of school pupils who in some cases were five to six years younger than the more experienced competitors. 

In the 60-shot prone match, the top three British Schools scores were achieved by Jonty Barron who socred 579 (22nd), Finn Ryley 576 (25th) and Richard Belcher 575 (27th). The winner in this event scored 596. 

The team is grateful to everyone at the Westfalischer Schutzenbund (especially Markus Bartsch) for making our trip such a successful one, and to ELEY Limited for their continuing support of British Schools activities and for providing such excellent Tenex ammunition for our use.
