All members of the team competed in the 60-shot prone English Match. The standard, as usual, was very high indeed, and the team members gained invaluable experience from competing at such a high level against Juniors from around the world. It should be pointed out that ours was a young team of school pupils who were often up to five years younger than the more experienced competitors. 

In the 60-shot prone match for Junior Men, the top British Schools scores were achieved by Theo Dodds on 585 (23rd ex 58) and James Slater 584 (25th). The winner in this event scored 594. 

In the 60-shot prone match for Junior women, Sara Carr was just one point away from a medal with an outstanding score of 593 (6th ex 50), the German winner scoring 595.

In the 10m Air rifle event for Junior Women, Sionaid McIntosh shot a personal best score of 386 and finished in a creditable 27th place (ex 60).

On our day off, the team travelled to the largest indoor ski slope in Europe and this proved to be a very popular choice!
